A “No Nuclear Relapse” rally was held
on September 9 in front of Senator George
Voinovich’'s downtown Columbus office.
Organized by the Nuclear Committee of the
Ohio Sierra Club, the rally drew about sixty
enthusiastic participants in sunny, cool
weather. Participants were opposing Senator
Voinovich’'s strong promotion of nuclear
power, including his assertions that nuclear
power can address Global Warming.

Special guests at the rally were members
of “Footprints for Peace”, activists who have
been walking in various places throughout
the world to call attention to the dangerous
problems of nuclear energy. Two Australian
members of the contingent arrived in the
United States less than forty-eight hours be-
fore the rally. The group has walked for
peace and an end to nuclear power and weap-
ons for the last several years in France and
other parts of Europe. In August, Footprints
for Peace walked from Columbus to the nu-
